Buckle Up Nippon 

The Japanese Automobile Federation (JAF) is launching a major seat belt awareness campaign to coincide with World Health Day 2004 on 7th April. The campaign, ‘Buckle up Nippon (Japan)’ is particularly focused on child restraints and rear seat belt use. It will include child seat check-up events across Japan and education programmes in schools to persuade children that they should always wear a seat belt. 

Action for World Health Day

JAF is planning to make a campaign titled "Buckle up Nippon (Japan)” in April 2004 promoting use of seatbelt and child restraint system.
Campaign details are as follows: 
a) Child restraint system (CRS) check-up events 
-check if CRS is used correctly

-advice on CRS correct use

-events will be held at 52 places throughout Japan from April 6th to 15th
b) Promotion for using seatbelt in the rear seat
  - distributing promotion stickers and leaflets at event sites, road assistance service sites, through the mail and so on


c) Buckle up education for new pupils

-encouraging newly entered school children to use seatbelt and to use it correctly by offering supposed crush experience with “seatbelt convincer” 

  -on each school’s request and/or in cooperation with the local government or the board of education


d) Child restraint use survey

  -observational survey of whether or not the children on vehicles who are under age 6　are restrained, and whether or not they are restrained correctly

  -survey is to be held from April 20th to 30th
Materials for the campaign:
1)sticker “rear occupant buckled up”
-to attach on the rear window to be shown to the occupants in the back seat encouraging their seatbelt use
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2) Leaflet “Buckle up in the rear seat”
 -including the result of the crush test, the guide to wear seatbelt correctly, and the data on casualty when not wearing seatbelt
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3) Poster “Buckle up in the rear seat”
 -shows the contrast of the motion of dummies in back seat between restrained and not restrained
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4)”seatbelt convincer”
 -gives supposed crush experience with 5km/h

 -also has back seat to show the importance of safety belt as in front
